Big Red London Buses

What is the best-known symbol of London? Big Ben? St Paul's Cathedral? Can it be the big red London
double-decker bus?

It certainly can be. Every day, thousands of Londoners use the big red buses to move around the town. Every
tourist knows that a one-day London bus pass can be used on all bus routes.
